He was a noted Irish critic,
biographer and poet He
was remembered
especially for his critical
works on Shakespeare,
and for being the first
person in the English
language to attempta
rounded, full picture of
Shakespeare.

Edward Dowden also
wrcte a primer on
Shakespeare that was
intended to introduce and
guide non-academics into
the beauty and mystery of
Shakespeare's work.

Among the biographies hel
wirote his Life of Shelley,
published in 1886 was

regarded as the best of hig]
work.

The quote, ‘Sometimes a
nobie failure serves the
world as fatthfully as a
distinguished sticcess’, is
credited to him.,

Tﬁe C ﬁ,a:pmf;n wv¥iles Sharing the Bread of Life

‘T am the Bread of Life,” said Jesus in
chapter 6 of John’s Gospel. Our worship services in August have had that chapter
of John’s Gospel very much as a focus, and hopefully have helped us reflect on
how Jesus spiritually feeds us with himself, not only daily in prayer and other ways,
but supremely as we share the bread and cup in the Eucharist He instituted for us.
Though the full significance and mystery of the Lord’s Supper can never be
fathomed even by the best of our theologians, those of us who partake in it know
somehow, at some basic, fundamental level, that the Eucharist 1s a vital sign of the
way the Lord feeds us and reminds us of his love and our duty to love each other.
The Eucharist also builds up the Church, the body of Christ, making us one with
Christ and with one another as we share the bread and cup. It 1s therefore a shame
when members of our chaplaincies who would like to are deprived of regular
participation in this sacramental expression of our common life, owing to serious or
prolonged illness or infirmity that prevents them {rom attending services.

At present, we have a number of housebound or hospitalized members who are
unable to attend services often if ever. In my pastoral work, I get round to see them
and bring them communion as often as I can, and our Reader Frances Gothard has
also helped a great deal doing this in Amhem-Nijmegen and Twente as well.
Several other members of our church have also taken initiative to visit sick
members regularly, too, for which we are all most grateful. But aside from
emergency cases of course, I, for one, am realistically only able to see some folk
once a month at best. Given the enormous size of the two chaplaincies I cover and
the natural fact that many of our active members are themselves aging and may not
in future be able to attend regularly, T have, ever since I started here a year ago,
been keenly aware of the need for imaginative and wise thinking about how we
provide pastoral care.

There are many, many different pastoral needs and possible responses to them to
consider in the grand scheme of things. But one excellent way at least to include
those who desire it more regularly in our communion is to have those of our
Chalice Assistants who feel called help distribute communion to the housebound
and hospitalized. This is done in many churches in England as well as in other
Anglican provinces throughout the world, and is also widely seen in the Roman
Catholic Church today. Lay distribution of communion in fact dates back to the

Mary’s, but ultimately for the good of His church.

first Christians, though at the zenith of hierarchization of the
Church in the Middle Ages, it fell out of use, only to be revived
in the 20™ century. Our own Diocese in Europe authorizes
Chalice Assistants, who have had extra training, to take the
sacrament in both kinds (bread and wine) to the housebound and
hospitalized. Our Archdeacon has just approved a number of our
own church members to minister the chalice in services as well as
to distribute communion to the sick. The second of two training
seminars | have organized will take place for them in early
September, after which those Chalice Assistants who wish to be
involved in what I call ‘Lay Eucharistic Ministry” to the Sick will
be commissioned for service. Ilook forward to seeing their
ministry develop and flourish, for the building up of our church
body, and ask you for your prayers for them.

It 1s important to note that this Lay Eucharistic Ministry 1s not
Just to “assist’ the priest. There are two far better reasons for it:
to release and make use of the pastoral gifts and skills in our
congregation, and

to share communion with and provide better pastoral support for
our members who, through illness, cannot be present as we share
the Hucharist in services.

T also ask your prayers for the sermon series on the Letter of
James that will be taking place in September at our services.
James 1s a fascinating epistle full of practical wisdom on such
1ssues as listening and doing, wealth and poverty, faith and
action, and the power of prayer.
